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What is Project
Portfolio Management
(PPM)?

Project Portfolio Management (PPM) refers to the discipline, processes, and
tools used to align project execution with organizational priorities. Traditionally
focused on delivering projects on time, within scope, and on budget, today's PPM
has evolved into a strategic capability—empowering organizations to prioritize the
right initiatives, allocate resources effectively, and adapt plans as conditions
change.

This shift reflects the growing complexity of the business environment.
Organizations must respond to constant market shifts, new technologies, and
internal demands for greater transparency and impact. PPM provides the structure
and visibility needed to manage these challenges, connecting goals with day-to-

day execution across the enterprise.

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Common Challenges

highlights how critical centralized portfolio oversight is in an industry where

shifting priorities and regulatory pressures demand alignment.

“In our industry, we must allocate our resources to the most
strategic activities, and establish a consistent workload plan,
adherence to project schedules is critical because of the massive
investments, often in the billions of dollars, and because of the
fiscal impact on the countries in which we operate.”

This visibility gap often goes hand-in-hand with a disconnect between strategy
and execution. Too often, projects are launched without clear alignment,
approved based on local priorities, executive preference, or available budget,
rather than long-term value.
